 ASD Organics Recap 
 
Starting in January, the Anchorage School 
District (ASD) in conjunction with Solid 
Waste Services (SWS) and Moffitt Farms, 
began a food scrap collection and 
composting pilot program that ran 
through Spring Break this year. During 
that time, 11 schools collected 12,460 
pounds of food scraps during lunch that 
were kept out of the landfill! Great job! 

  

 

 

 

Why collect organics? Food scraps are 
among the largest contributors of 
greenhouse gases generated at landfills. 
From a municipal perspective, it is 
important to remove food scraps for the 
waste stream to reduce emission and add 
longevity to the landfill! According to the 
EPA, more food reaches the landfill than 
any other material in daily trash, 
approximately 22%. Take a look at what 
Anchorage is doing to extend the life of
