Suggested Daily Schedule for Students during Distance Learning
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O 0O Family Fun time (games, adventure, etc)
Try to do these 1-2 times a week|O O Connect with your teacher and/or class (Zoom, etc)

O O Help with household chores

K-2: Students in Kindergarten through 2nd grade should spend approximately 15 to 20 minutes in each subject: Reading, Writing, and
Math. Ensure that time is permitted for opportunities for movement and brain breaks with chunks of instruction in 10 to 15 minutes
increments. In addition, include 10 to 15 minutes per day for independent reading or family reading.

3-6: Students in 3rd through 6th grade should spend approximately 25 to 30 minutes in each subject: Reading, Writing, and Math.
Ensure that time is permitted for opportunities for movement and brain breaks with chunks of instruction in 10 to 15 minutes
increments. In addition, include 15 to 20 minutes per day for independent reading or family reading.

The best way the kids can log into the Zoom meetings is to log onto Clever,
here's how to login with Clever:

Go to asdkl2.org

Choose Students, a drop down menu will appear, choose Clever.
Students log into Clever using their lastname.firstname and password
that they use when logging into googledocs.

This takes them to my Clever page called P. Mariscal's page.

Both Zoom meetings are categorized under Virtual Learning.

Click on the right day, Tuesday or Thursday.
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Clever is also the place students should be logging into to access all of their
assignments! Think of Clever as walking into my classroom at school. Once
you are there, everything you need to access is there! Please check your
emails regularly, as | plan to contact everyone through email.

Assignments:

Math-40-60 minutes per day of Math Whizz or Khan Academy.
Reading-20-30 minutes per day of reading, either a book of their own
choosing or select a book from Sora or Epic.
